I would like to submit the manuscript titled What are the most representative warning signs of intimate partner violence against adolescent girls? to be considered for possible publication in Youth Anales de Psicología. 
This paper has two main aims. On the one hand, it focuses on identifying the most representative warning signs of intimate partner violence (IPV) against adolescent girls in Spanish literature.  Since the warning signs included in the reviewed literature were not identical, we performed a grouping process based on similar content and gravity criteria, which resulted in a total of 23 behaviours (the entire grouping process has been attached).  Despite the lack of explicit agreement among experts regarding the inclusion of specific behaviours, we have identified the most representative warning signs of IPV (n=23). 
On the other hand the second aim of this study was subjecting the 23 most representative warning signs to a sample of adolescents in order to know: (1) if they identify them as violent behaviours; (2) with what frequency do they believe that such behaviours have to take place to be considered warning signs of IPV against girls; and (3) how often do they observe them among their peers.  Adolescents do identify violent behaviours but however present a high tolerance towards them, what seems to suggest that further studies should concentrate on studying the explanatory factors of such tolerance.  In addition, this study revealed that control and devaluation behaviours in general, but as well specific ones, have to be the focus in prevention programs especially for their prevalence among peers and adolescents´ high tolerance towards them.
This study has received ethics approval from the Miguel Hernández University (Spain) and is part of a largest research project for which Miss Nardi has received a grant from the Valencian Government (Spain) for her to work on the research thesis (ACIF/2014/050).
