My colleagues and I would like to submit the manuscript, " Confirmatory factorial analysis of the Brief Resilience Scale for athletes" for consideration for possible publication in the Original Articles section.  
It is an examination of factor structure and psychometric properties of the Brief Resilience Scale (BRS) , for Brazilian athletes of both sexes, with different levels of performance  (from the beginners through elite athletes). It is worth to mention that this was the first time that this scale was analyzed with this statistical technique and the first time that this population was taken as a reference sample for a psychometric study regarding resilience.

We ran a confirmatory factor analysis of BRS,  with data from 330 athletes, adopting  several fit indices to adjust the models for the Brazilian version of the scale. Besides that, our intention was also to provide a big picture of resilience in Brazilian athletes,  testing  four hypothesis in a nomological approach. The evidence generated here extends the psychometrics evidence, also giving for the international and Brazilian researcher a demographic picture of the Brazilian athletes. These could be useful in future meta-analytic reviews and for cross-cultural studies. With this thought in mind, we would like to submit this paper for this journal. 

We thought this could be the best way to present the Brief Resilience Scale  for Brazilian researchers and also for international researchers interested in a cross-cultural  perspective. The research was approved by the Ethical Committee from a Brazilian University and the scale was cross-culturally adapted after the original authors consent.

The first, third and fourth authors were involved in the research project, data analysis, and discussion. The second and third author s also made the data collection. The first author gave an essential contribution on data analysis, more specifically in CFA. All authors declare their absence of conflict of interests.
